Coach/ Assistant Opportunities - Some coaching experience is preferred, however, direct knowledge of 
the game of lacrosse is not necessary.  We currently have several coaches who have played the game, 
and are excited about sharing their knowledge with parents willing to help in this way!  WE NEED YOU!!! 
 
Team Manager – organizes the team volunteers listed below, acts as liaison between the coach(s) and 
parents (including communication regarding practice time, game time and location changes), delegates 
the team party and snack list (if applicable), keeps roster current, helps with uniform distribution and 
collection, helps to distribute any merchandise ordered. 
 
Photographer(s) - Take action shots at games & make photos available to view online 
 
Timers/Clock – Run the game clock at all HOME games  
 
Scoreboard – Run scoreboard at all HOME games 
 
Scorekeepers/Stats - Two people needed to keep stats during ALL games and then input data for 
coaches to review. Training is provided. 
 
Parent Manager – Position required and supported by WSLA.  Oversee conduct on sidelines and field at 
all games. 
 
Field Prep – set up goals, score table, tents, etc. at all HOME games 
 
Field Painting – use machine to paint fields most Friday evenings throughout season (we will rotate this 
task, so the 
more volunteers we get, the better!) 
 
Jamboree/Tournament Assistant – help Jamboree/Tournament Director as needed 
 
Nominating Committee – participate on a committee during the second half season, who will seek out 
nominees  
for next year’s open Board positions.
